The Parent-Child Talent Competition was first launched in 2013 and is now into its fifth 
edition. A new category for pre-school participants was also launched in 2016. 
 
Participants presented their first performances during the Preliminary Round held on 8 April 
2017. Shortlisted Finalists will compete for the win at the Grand Finals on Saturday, 3 June

2011 (aged between six and eight years old). 
 

C For participating groups with elder child born between 2 January 2005 
and 1 January 2009 (aged between eight and 12 years old).
